Henry David Thoreau, a 19th century Ameri-
can philosopher once said "The greatest com-
pliment that was ever paid me was when one asked me what I 
thought, and attended to my answer." Considering the respect that 
many at the time gave to his words, the statement seems hasty. Yet, 
many great thinkers and leaders have expressed his sentiments. On 
the surface, it seems that included in this list is non-other than 
Moshe Rabbeinu. 

In this week’s parsha, Hashem bestows on Moshe the charge to tell 
Paroh that he must let the Jewish people leave Egypt. Moshe an-
swers “The Jewish people did not listen to me, how will Paroh lis-
ten, for I am lame in the lips.” 

Many commentators point out that Moshe is making a logical de-
duction that Paroh will not listen from his previous experience with 
the Jewish people. Yet, the logic is faulty. The Sfas Emes points out 
that in the very preceding verse, the Torah tells us that they could 
not listen to Moshe for they were so engrossed in the difficult back 
breaking labor which was forced upon them. Yet, Paroh obviously 
would be able to listen for he was not engaged in work that in any-
way resembled what the Jews were dealing with.  In essence, 
Moshe didn’t realize that they didn’t listen because of other factors 
and had nothing to do with his speech limitations. He used faulty 
logic to allow an argument that would free him to evade this re-
sponsibility. Human nature often directs us in directions that are 
anything but helpful. We need to be aware of this frailty and make 
sure that decisions are made after evaluating the facts objectively, 
and not allowing personal agendas to cloud our ability to evaluate 
what is truly beneficial for ourselves and others. 

As the country prepares itself for elections this coming November, 
many opinions and sentiments are thrown through the press. Ulti-
mately, the court of public opinion reigns, and that power is placed 
within the voters. This power is not a light matter and cannot be 
handled flippantly. The facts need to be evaluated, weighed, and 
ultimately judged. May we merit a process that brings about the 
best result for the American people and the rest of the world. 

 

 Weekly Halacha 
 

Question:  What is the reason that some people insist on only us-

ing milk that is chalav yisroel? What could be the problem with 

milk that isn’t Chalav Yisroel if it has the stamp of a reliable ko-

sher supervision on the packaging? 

Answer:  The modern day issue of chalav yisroel milk is certainly 

a point that many individuals have varying customs and can lead 

to confusion. In order to appreciate the modern day practices, it is 

worthwhile to go back to the source. The Gemara in Avodah Zara 

35b tells us that one is not allowed to drink milk that was milked 

without a Jew present watching the process. This is based on the 

concern that perhaps non-kosher milk would be mixed into the 

kosher milk and deem the milk non-kosher. This halacha is 

widely assumed to be a rabbinic decree that was placed upon the 

biblical commandment of only eating kosher food to ensure the 

kashrus of the milk. Many halachic opinions are very strict on 

this halascha and explain that even if one can state with near 

certainty that the milk that is being sold is certainly 100% cow’s 

milk, nevertheless, the rabbinic decree stands in place and cannot 

be ignored. 

Rabbi Moshe Feinstein famously comments in Igros Moshe that 

under certain circumstances milk that is not chalav yisroel may 

be consumed. He explains that in a country such as the United 

States where there is strict oversight from government agencies 

over the milk industry, one can drink milk that was not milked 

with Jewish supervision. He explains that the government will 

impose strict fines and consequences for a dairy farmer that vio-

lates their licensing agreement, and this fear serves as a viable 

deterrent to ensure the purity of the milk. He does stipulate 

though that one should ideally purchase chalav yisroel if and 

when it is available.
